LOST OR FOUND GENERATION? YOUNG PEOPLE IN
THE POST-WAR REALITY
The article discusses the development of sociological thought
about post-war societies, analyzing the features of theoretical
approaches to conflict and military sociology. The article
presents the landmark sociological works on post-war societies,
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emphasizing the attempts to study the problems of young people
in the post-war reality. By analyzing the experience of Bosnia
Herzegovina, British, Soviet, and Armenian post-war societies,
the article highlights the aspects that characterize post-war
societies, which are: revision of previous values, increasing sense
of freedom, personal responsibility towards a small group,
increasing the level of critical thinking, demographic problems,
housing conditions, unemployment, health problems, the
tendency and practice of young people to "keep silent”, to
separate themselves from "adults". After the 2020 Artsakh war,
the impact of the war's consequences on young people has not yet
been fully and deeply studied. The article also provides empirical
insights from nationwide survey among Armenian youth. The
survey results showed that the goals of young people in particular
have changed, the vast majority of young people who participated
in the survey, stated that their aspirations and goals changed
significantly after the war. Moreover, after the war, the majority
of young people had to reduce their aspirations and goals and
adapt to the post-war situation. It is also interesting that
Armenian young people stated that in crisis and difficult
situations they try to find new and interesting solutions to face
problems. So in the post-war reality, we can define Armenian
youth not as a "lost™ but as a "found" generation.
